Dr. Seiler explained the amendments to the current
licensure bill to the members of this board. One of the
amended language (p.9, (e) ) was a concern to Ms.
Richardson-Nelson. This language stated that if an
interpreter is licensed or certified in a state adjacent to
Nebraska, that interpreter does not need to have a Nebraska
license also. Ms. Richardson-Nelson feels that this creates
unfair labor competition for the Nebraska licensed
interpreters and should be removed. Dr Seiler stated that he
will contact Senator Haar’s office to share this concern.
The rest of the board members concurred with Ms.
Richardson-Nelson.

Discussion took place regarding the rest of the changes to
the bill. Members also discussed ideas on how to get deaf
members of the community to be in attendance for the bill
presentation to legislature.
